1912 S. W. Reynolds has just sold to Mr. Shard of
Ashland, a 40-acre tract of wild land 2 Y2 miles west
of Hugo, the price recorded being $50 per acre. Mr.
Shard has secured a house near the tract in which to
live until he can build one on the place, and then will
proceed to clear the land and make improvements. It
is stated that 30 acres of the tract will make good plow
land and much of it isideal for cherries, which fruit
has made the Hugo district famous. Rogue River
Courier.
