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April of 1912 showed the Josephine County 
growing as reflected by the 1,985 names of 
voters registered to vote in the primary 
election.

The figures showed 1,254 republicans, 458 
democrats, 8 prohibitionists, 155 socialists, 
49 independent, 17 non-partisan, 22 not 
stated, 20 refuse to state, one populist, and 
one “suffragette.”
